Atta Impact Capital (AIC) is a place-based, impact investing non-
profit organization increasing access to capital for early-stage,
impact-driven companies in Mesoamerica, which we define as
the combined regions of Central America and Southern Mexico.

AIC Investing Activities
One way AIC increases access to capital is through direct
investment. AIC's Mesoamerican Catalytic Fund | (MCF1) is an
impact-first, missing middle-focused venture fund deploying
equity and quasi-equity tickets ranging from $50-150K USD. AIC
believes Redeemable Equity structures can play an outsized role
in fostering the Mesoamerican impact investing ecosystem, and is

looking to incorporate structured redemption as a primary feature
of the MCF1 (~60% of the portfolio).
